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Christian Education Week
April 4-8, 2011
Theme: Building On the Rock

“Everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise
man who builds his house on a rock.” Matthew 7:24

At the conclusion of the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus offers the hearers two choices —
hear and obey or hear and ignore. He calls those wise who choose to hear and to live
obediently. They are wise because their foundation is securely BUILT on the ROCK. God
is our ROCK and fortress. His Word is our ROCK. His disciples will weather the storms
of life because their foundation is the ROCK. During Christian Education Week affirm
this truth from Jesus — those who hear Jesus and put them into practice are wise because
their foundation is BUILT ON THE ROCK.

Educators understand that students grasp ideas and concepts better when examples are
concrete rather than abstract. The Bible is filled with concrete illustrations. Placing the
Biblical stories in context enables us to better understand and apply God’s Word.

As an example, if you have any familiarity with construction, you know that a builder
would prefer to construct a house on sand rather than on rocks. It would seem, then,
that the wise builder would find sandy soil, not rocky ground, in which to set the foun-
dation for his house. To make sense of the story Jesus told in Matthew 7 we have to
know the setting. This story is a desert illustration.

The site is a wadi. Wadis are dry almost all the time. It is only when rains fall in the
central mountains around Jerusalem that the rainfall runoff begins to flow east. In the
twenty-kilometer distance to the Dead Sea those little streams merge and build. By the
time the merging streams reach the narrow canyons of the Judean wilderness, the wadis
at the base of those canyons can conceivably be filled with a rushing torrent of water
fifty feet deep. As the floods recede, small deposits of sand are left in the wadi beds.

The foolish builder finds these sandy spots an easier place to build. He takes the path of
least resistance. The house is built with its foundation seemingly set in a good place. The
builder ignores the potential danger that will inevitably come. He should have recog-
nized that his Creator has also created the mountains, the waters, and the wadi. He
should have trusted his God. Instead he trusted himself. When the rains came, the
streams in the mountains merged, and the wadi flooded. The house fell.

The wise builder did not take the easy path. Building on the rocky ground on top of the
ridge was tough. But he knew the danger of the wadi. He also knew that His Creator
had made rocks and sand, rain and rivers, and had taught His image-bearers to trust
and obey in easy times and in hard times. When the hard times with their rising flood
waters came, the wise man’s house withstood the deluge.

For the believer, life is like the desert. Overwhelming floods do come. And when the
floods of life have passed, the wise individual can proclaim with the psalmist, “The Lord
is my rock, my fortress and my deliverer; my God is my rock, in whom I take ref-

uge” (Psalm 18:2a).

Chapel Speaker: Pastor Kuyper from Granum CRC

On February 8, Pastor Kuyper reminded us that all
the work we do is God’s work. Pastor Kuyper
stressed that one of the key parts of Ephesians 1:15-
23 is found in v. 22, which states that “God has put
all things under the authority of Christ and has
made Him head over all things for the benefit of the
church.” (NLT) The fact that Christ is over “all
things” means that every aspect of our lives belong
to God. Pastor Kuyper then read Colossians 3:17,
which exhorts us to do everything as a representa~
tive of the Lord Jesus. When these two things are
combined, it becomes obvious that even our un-
pleasant jobs are, as Martin Luther said, “adorned
with divine approval as with the costliest gold and
jewels.” Our attitude, then towards all of our work
should be that even our most insignificant tasks
need to be performed as an offering to God. Such
work — all our work — then can be an act of wor-
ship, and in fact Aoly work.

Chapel Speaker: Pastor Brent Miller from College
Drive Community Church

On March 1, Pastor Miller spoke from Ephesians 2.
He first read Ephesians 2:10, and pointed out that
when Paul states that we are God’s workmanship,
the Greek word translated “workmanship” de-~
scribes anything made or produced, and is used to
describe a work of art. Pastor Miller pointed out
that, our lives have been designed by God to be a
work of art or an “epic poem.” Everything we do —
all our work — means absolutely nothing, however,
if Christ is not everything to us. As Ephesians 2:8-9
point out, the grace we have received is a gift, and
is undeserved — NOT something we work for. Pastor
Miller continued by pointing out that according to
Ephesians 1:18-20, our work will be done in weak-
ness if our hearts can’t see and accept what God’s
power has done. If our work is done with the reali-~
zation of what God, through Jesus Christ has ac-
complished through us, then our work will be done
with and through God’s incredible power — the
power that raised Jesus Christ from the dead. Pastor
Miller then pointed out that our lives were designed
before we existed, which means that God hired,
chose and selected each individual before they ex-
isted. Because God chose us, our lives can be an epic
poem. Finally, Pastor Miller finished by reading
Ephesians 6:5, which when applied to us today, tells
us that our work at school, jobs or volunteer posi-
tions is part of our worship to God.
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On Thursday, April 7t the Junior High students will
participate in the 34 Annual ICHS Junior High His-~
tory Fair. Students are required to develop a ques-
tion and Christian perspective response to an as-
pect of the Social Studies curriculum that is of par-
ticular interest to them. During the 5 weeks pre-
ceding the fair, students are being evaluated ac-~
cording to the depth and detail of their research
while working through a 5 step research process:

Step 1: Developing a main question

Step 2: Completing background research

Step 3: Researching/developing and supporting a

Step 6: History fair presentation (April 7)
