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The Heart of the Matter 
 

  From Wednesday, October 19th to Friday, October 21st Immanuel 

Christian Schools hosted the annual Prairie Center for Christian Education Teach-

er’s Convention.  Just under 400 people gathered from Christian schools through-

out the prairie provinces as well as teaching staff members from Manhattan Chris-

tian school near Bozeman, Montana!  The teachers and other Christian school 

staff were able to attend workshops on various teaching issues as well as network 

with people from other Christian schools.  Feedback was very positive as the Con-

vention committee did a great job of organizing and the Ladies Axillary received 

high marks for the food that was prepared.    

 People who attended the Convention also had the opportunity to listen to 

Professor James Smith of Calvin College on three separate occasions as he was 

the keynote speaker for the event.  Dr. Smith offered a lot of food for thought, and 

I would like to reflect on a few of his words. 

 The speaker started by discussing the rationale for Christian education.  

We as Christians know that there is no such thing as religiously neutral education.  

To quote John Calvin, “there is no knowledge without belief”.  Smith also sug-

gested that there is no knowledge without love or desire.  Smith’s contention was 

that Christian education focuses almost exclusively on developing the skills of 

“thinking” from a Christian perspective.  Smith argued that this was necessary, 

but reminded us that ‘knowledge’ is not merely ‘thinking’.  The speaker went on 

to say that while thinking guides some of our behavior, much more is guided by 

our heart…or to use Smith’s word, our “guts”.   

 Augustine wrote that “our hearts are restless until they reside in God”.  

Smith reiterated this when he said “We are created to long for God’s presence”.  

We know that true faith starts in the Lordship of Jesus Christ, yet humanity has 

had a long history of trying to fulfill this longing in other ways.  Given this, Chris-

tian education needs to continue working to develop a thorough Christian per-

spective in the minds of students, but also to help students develop Christ-

centered habits.  Creating student opportunities to put faith in action is crucial in a 

faith-nurturing environment.  This approach is consistent with James 1:22-25, 

John 13:35 and I John 3:18.   

 As we look forward to the future, we need to continue assessing and re-

flecting on the education we provide as a Christian school community.  May God 

bless our efforts to continue shaping the minds and hearts of the students at Im-

manuel Christian schools.
